
Arthog Hall, Snowdonia, Gwynedd, North Wales, UK.

The only Gothic Castle in North Wales, 
Arthog Hall was built by a wealthy 
cotton mill owner in 1832. After 
becoming an up-market Victorian 
Hotel it returned to private ownership.  
For the past 15 years this grade ll 
listed building has been sympathetically 
restored to its former glory.

Arthog Hall sits near the base of Cader Idris  
at the southern end of Snowdonia National 
Park and is considered to command one of 
the finest views in Europe. The view from 
the Hall overlooks the Mawddach Estuary, 
mountains and sea beyond. The area is  
noted for its outstanding natural beauty  
and is a favourite for walkers.
